After multiple border disputes with France, a
treaty is signed with it and all posts founded by the Belgians in this region are evacuated. This puts an
end to Belgian exploration in this area. We collect the letters of the various members of these
expeditions as well as the places where they are written. The way in which the mail is transmitted is
